Course Objectives and SLO’S:

Managerial accounting involves the collection and analysis of
information used in management decision-making. The course will cover job
order and process cost systems, break-even analysis, budgeting, variance
analysis, product pricing, as well as capital investment analysis.

Student Learning Outcomes (SLO’S) for this course:

Identify elements of cost for a business and explain and analyze how costs
are allocated and assessed for various users. Compare and contrast the cost
accounting system for a manufacturer, merchandiser and service firm and
distinguish the differences and similarities between financial reporting and
cost accounting and utilize npv and irr for evaluating the financial viability
of a business decision.

Procedures:

We will cover approximately one chapter each week, we will discuss the
important topics and review the solutions to the review problems, then take a
10-minute quiz on the material (Some quizzes will be completed online).
These quizzes will give you feedback on your progress in the course so that
you will be prepared for the midterm and final exams. No make-up quizzes
will be given. Please do not ask for make-up quizzes. To accommodate



unavoidable absences due to illness’s or professional commitments, your
lowest quiz score automatically will be dropped.

Midterms:

In addition to the quizzes, there will be 3 midterms. | will drop the
lowest scored midterm (not the final). From time to time, | may adjust the
quiz and exam schedule.

Final Exam:
