e Mary Pape- we want to have a 6th seat with balance, with oversight of
senate in a similar way to hiring committees, etc.

e Motion by Mary Sullivan, Second by Mary Pape: Propose a 6th faculty seat
with the condition that if there are no other CTE faculty members in the
other five IPBT faculty voting seats, the 6th seat will be filled by a CTE
faculty member. This would allow for at least one guaranteed CTE faculty
voting member on IPBT. Approved by all, no abstentions.
